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The notion that harmony begets new
things was advanced by Grand Astrologer Sh-
ibo in the late Zhou Dynasty. He believed
different things, when coexisting in harmony,
would complement each other and beget
new things. When applied to political gover-
nance, this concept requires those in power
to preserve the particular features of different
people and things and allow them to flour-
ish. This nurtures the growth of new things
and promotes the development of society.
